Rehoboam’s Reaction 

- He assembled 180,000 for war

- Man of God – “You shall not go up nor fight against
  your brother… this thing is from me.”

 
  



 

Jeroboam’s Fear 

- He said in his heart “Now the kingdom may return to
  David if these people go up to offer sacrifice… in
  Jerusalem… they will kill me and go back to
  Rehoboam.”

 
  



Jeroboam’s Sin 

- He made two calves of gold.

- “It is too much for you to go up to Jerusalem. Here are 
your gods. O Israel, which brought you up from the land 
of Egypt.”

And he set up in Bethal and Dan – became a sin for the 
people… made shrines… priests… ordered a feast.
