 A1. Rom 10:9  that if you confess with your mouth 

the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God 

has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.



Q2. If God is all loving, why do bad things happen?

 A2.  Bad things (sickness, war, death etc.) happen but for different 
reasons

 i) Luke 13;1-5      “.. 18 killed when a tower fell. “   

Worse sinner?   No !                                                                                                   
“but unless you repent you will all likewise perish” 

<we are mortal>

 ii) Because of my/others sin. 

 < consequence of disobedience/affect others>

 ii) Psalm 119:67 “Before I was afflicted, I went astray…” 

 Psalm 119:71 “It is good for me that I have been afflicted, 

 that I may learn your statutes.”            <learning God’s truth>



Q2. If God is all loving, why do bad things happen?

 v) 1 Peter 3:18 “For Christ also suffered …that He 

might bring us to God.” <closer to God>

 vi) 2 Cor1:4 who comforts us in all our tribulation, 

that we may be able to comfort those who are in 

any trouble, with the comfort with which we 

ourselves are comforted by God.   <Helping others>

 v)  2 Corinthians 4:17 “For our light affliction, 

which is but for a moment, is working for us a far 

more exceeding and eternal weight of glory…”   

<reward>



Q3  If God is sovereign and controls all things, 

what is the purpose of prayer and free will?

• Prayer is not man begging God to surrender to his will.

• Prayer is a man seeking, surrendered to and doing God’s will.

• It show the harmonious, trusting  and loving relationship 

between God and man.

• “Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.”
